Reflection and Lenten Considerations
Lent should be more than a time of fasting. It is also daily
prayer and walk with the Lord. It should be a joyous season
of feasting. It is a time to fast from certain things and to feast
on others. It is a season in which we have our spirits feast on
Godly things: Things to consider.

Fast from judging others; feast on Christ dwelling in them.
Fast from comparing others; feast on the unity of all people.
Fast from ill thoughts; feast on the healing power of God.
Fast from words that pollute; feast on the phrases that purify.
Fast from discontent; feast on gratitude and living simple.
Fast from anger; feast on patience and joy.

Fast from pessimism; feast on optimism.

Fast from worry; feast on hope.

Fast from complaining; feast on appreciation.

Fast from negatives; feast on affirmatives.

Fast from bitterness; feast on forgiveness.

Fast from self-concern; feast on compassion for others.

Fast from discouragement; feast on God's strength for you.
Fast from suspicion; feast on trust and truth.

Fast from any dark thoughts; feast on promises that inspire.
Fast from gossip & agitated heart; feast conversing with God.
Fast from feeding your senses worldly things; feast on holy
and heavenly things.

Fast from relying on your possessions; feast on how rich you
are in God.

Fast from acquiring more things; feast on giving things away.
Fast from being self centered; feast on being Christ centered.
Fast from having things your way; seek to serve & aid others.

Lent is the season where we do home cleansing. That is our
temple where God dwells and who calls us to holiness. We
reflect and do daily self examination where we broke God's
commandments and where we came short.

One way to do that is by reading daily scripture. Consider to
follow the daily liturgical reading in our Catholic Church.
Another aid is to use the ten commandments and dwell few
minutes on each one of them doing self examination. Do that
daily before going to sleep - a self examination. Reflect on
how you have failed or broke some of them. After a good
reflection on my spiritual state, it is good to set time to go to
confession for our serious sins in order to get closer to God.
