On “Divine Mercy” Sunday, the eighth and final day of 
the Octave of Easter an "Ocean of Graces" is poured 
out upon all who turn to the merciful heart of Our Lord 
Jesus Christ, flowing from the Paschal Mystery of his 
suffering, death, and resurrection. Yet, even today so 
many Catholics are still unaware of these extraordinary 
graces, even though the “Feast of Divine Mercy” is 
being celebrated as a universal feast of the Church 
since the year 2000. 
 

The History of the message and devotion to The 
“Divine Mercy” began in Poland through the writings of 
Saint Faustina Kowalska a Polish nun from the 
Congregation of Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy. In the 
1930’s, in obedience to her spiritual director, Father 
Michael Sopocko, Sister Faustina wrote a diary 
recording the revelations she was receiving about 
God's mercy.
