(Diary of St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, 699) 
Come, celebrate the good news of “Divine Mercy”  
Sunday this year. You can be the hands and feet of the 
Merciful Saviour in helping those in your families, 
neighborhood, and parish to receive the extraordinary 
graces that are available on this day. The message of 
mercy is simple: God's love for us knows no bounds, 
and His mercy endures forever.

Come, celebrate the good news of “Divine Mercy”  
Sunday this year. You can be the hands and feet of the 
Merciful Saviour in helping those in your families, 
neighborhood, and parish to receive the extraordinary 
graces that are available on this day. The message of 
mercy is simple: God's love for us knows no bounds, 
and His mercy endures forever. The Chaplet of “Divine 
Mercy” can and should be prayed especially for the 
dying. All are invited to come to the Lord in trust to 
receive His forgiveness and healing, consolation and 
peace. The greater the sinner, the greater right the 
person has to receive the Lord's mercy. 
 

How can you help share this good news? Pray and 
encourage your family and friends - especially those 
who are away from the Sacraments - to go to 
Confession before Easter. Also, encourage them to 
begin praying the “Divine Mercy” Chaplet Novena on 
Good Friday to prepare for the Feast. Help your loved 
ones and friends in whatever way you can to attend 
Mass and receive Holy Communion on “Divine Mercy” 
Sunday. 
 

To ensure that the faithful would observe this day with 
intense devotion, Pope John Paul established that this 
Sunday be enriched by a plenary indulgence. A 
plenary indulgence is granted under the usual 
conditions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic 
communion and prayer for the Supreme Pontiff) to the 
faithful who, on the Second Sunday of Easter (Divine 
Mercy Sunday), in  any church or chapel, in a spirit that 
is completely detached from the affection for sin even 
a venial sin, take part in the prayers and devotions 
held in honour of “Divine Mercy”, or who, in the 
presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed or 
reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our Father and 
the creed, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord 
Jesus (e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust in you). 
 

Pick up a copy of the leaflet of the "Chaplet of Divine 
Mercy” and begin a 9 day Novena" starting on Good 
Friday. This is to be prayed each day for a special 
intention, and concludes on the Saturday after Easter. 
The Feast of Divine Mercy is the next day.  
Come and join your fellow parishioners and visitors at 
St. Patrick’s at 3:00pm on April 08 for our special 
Divine Mercy celebration followed by a Pot Luck meal.
