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The Passion of St. John the Baptist August 29th

Memorial (1969 Calendar): August 29
Greater Double (1955 Calendar): August 29

Today, we recall the Martyrdom of St. John the Baptist, who
baptized Christ and prepared His way by baptizing people in
repentance. Specifically, today, we recall his death. Devotion to
St. John the Baptist has been widespread for centuries.

According to Pius Parsch's The Church's Year of Grace, this
day commemorates "the second finding of his most venerable
head." As he writes: "In the year 362, pagans desecrated the
grave and burned his remains. Only a small portion of his relics
were able to be saved by monks and sent to St. Athanasius at
Alexandria. The head of the saint is venerated at various
places."

One interesting point is that in some of the Eastern Catholic
Rites (e.g., the Melkite Catholic Church) the feast of the
Beheading of St John the Baptist is a day of fast and strict
abstinence where neither wine nor oil are allowed.

The Gospel Account of his martyrdom:

At the time Herod the tetrarch heard of the reputation of Jesus
and said to his servants, "This man is John the Baptist. He has
been raised from the dead; that is why mighty powers are at
work in him." Now Herod had arrested John, bound (him), and
put him in prison on account of Herodias, the wife of his brother
Philip, for John had said to him, "It is not lawful for you to have
her."

Although he wanted to kill him, he feared the people, for they
regarded him as a prophet. But at a birthday celebration for
Herod, the daughter of Herodias performed a dance before the
guests and delighted Herod so much that he swore to give her
whatever she might ask for. Prompted by her mother, she said,
"Give me here on a platter the head of John the Baptist." The

king was distressed, but because of his oaths and the guests
who were present, he ordered that it be given, and he had John
beheaded in the prison.

His head was brought in on a platter and given to the girl, who
took it to her mother. His disciples came and took away the
corpse and buried him; and they went and told Jesus. (Matthew
14:3-12)

Say a prayer for St. John the Baptist's intercession that he
might lead us closer to Jesus Christ, Our Lord, and Master. And
like St. John, may we be willing to stand true to the Faith and
morality even if it means our own martyrdom.
