Life and Role

Saint Joseph is celebrated on two main feast days: March 19,
honohring him as the husband of Mary, and May 1, established by
Pope Pius Xllin 1955 as the Feast of Saint Joseph the Worker, coi
nciding with International Workers’ Day. March is traditionally dedic

ated to Saint Joseph in Catholic devotion.

Iconography and Devotion

In religious art, Joseph is often depicted with lilies,

a carpenter’s tools, or holding the infant Jesus. He is portrayed
as a humble, older man, sometimes balding, emphasizing  his
modesty and protective role. Devotions include the Sleeping Saint
Joseph, popularized by Pope Francis, where believers place intenti
ons under an image of Joseph sleeping, seeking his

intercession. Theological studies of Joseph, known as Josepholog
y, have grown alongside Mariology, reflecting his importance in
Christian thought.

Saint Joseph'’s life exemplifies obedience, humility, and
faithful guardianship, making him a model for workers, fathers, a
nd all who seek to live a life dedicated to God and family
